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Parameters of Consent
1. Both people are fully conscious.

a. What might impair consciousness? Alcohol !!!
2. Both are equally free to act

a. If any individual is pinning down another, they are not free to act.
3. Both individuals are positive and sincere in their desires
4. Both individuals are clear about their intent

a. Clear communication is the easiest way to ensure consent
Types of Consent

· Written Consent – (notarized and witnessed)

· Explicit Verbal Consent – “Yes, I want to have sex with you.”

· Nonverbal Consent – (initiating or reciprocating sexual activity)

· Implied Verbal Consent – Saying “That’s nice” following a kiss
Non-Consensual

· Absence of Consent (ambivalence and acquiescence)

· Implied Verbal Refusal (“I’m not sure this is such a good idea.”)

· Nonverbal Refusal (pushing partner’s hand away)

· Explicit Verbal Refusal (clearly saing “No, Stop! Etc…)

· Physical Resistance (struggling or calling for help, etc…)

· Fighting back (punching, kicking, etc…)
